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UNDERGROUND VLADIVOSTOK

Vladivostok is a sea port situated in a very convenient place.
Zolotoy Rog (Golden Horn) Bay is deep and perfectly pro-
tected from the storming sea, therefore fit for vessels of almost
all kinds. Strategically the city has always been of great im-
portance for Russia, and in the period of imperial wars it be-
came vitally necessary to turn the place, which was not so far
from the boundaries with China, Japan and Korea, into a for-
tress unassailable at any enemy’s invasion.

In 1889 Vladivostok was officially proclaimed a fortress, and
since that year the large-scale building of robust fortifications
started in the city. Most of fortress’ constructions were placed
under the earth surface; the longest underground tunnels —
3,5km — were dug in the fort #2. Altogether the Vladivostok
Fortress includes 16 forts on the territory of Muravyov-
Amursky Peninsula and Russky Island and a number of other
objects (coast artillery batteries, ammunition depots, and so on).
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
