The total budget of the building corre-
sponded with an annual budget of all the
Russian Empire. The fortress was being
erected from 1889 through 1917, and
eventually was not completed — in 1917
the dethroned monarch could not con-
tinue financing it any more. At present
it got a status of memorial of Federal
significance. In Soviet time, city's un-
derground constructions increased in
number — in the late 1930s - early 1940s

the system of evacuation of C.P.S.U.
Krai Committee was built. [ts tunnels
are under the central part of the city.
Thus fortress-city Vladivostok possesses
the rich and unique underground history
that has overgrown with myths and leg-
ends with time,

Since 1997 nonprofit organization
